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Monthly Surnmary Report for the month of March, 2A22 in respect of Ministry of
Women & Child Development

The significant activities undertaken by Ministry of Women and Child

Development for the month ending March, 2A22 are as follows:

1. Celebration of International Women's Day Week:

Ministry of Women and Child Development celebrated the International Women's Day-
Week from 1tt to 8tn March, 2022 as an'lconic Week'as a part of 'Azadi Ka Amrit
Mahotsav'. As part of the week-long celebrations for International Women's Day, the
Ministry organized following events covering a variety of themes related to women's
safety and empowerment in par-tnership with national and international organisations
and expefts, with active participation with women and children, as well as personnel

who work directly for their protection and empowerment:

(i) On 'l"t March, 2022, the Ministry in collaboration with Bureau of Police
Research and Development, raised awareness on safety and security of
women.

(ii) On 2nd March ,2022, a Conference was held on the role played by One
Stop Centres (OSCs) in supporting women in distress. The Ministry launched
"Stree Manoraksha Proiect" in collaboration with NIMHANS Bengaluru to
extend Mental Health training to OSC functionaries across the country with an
aim to help distressed women. A consultative conclave was also organised for
capacity building of One Stop Centres as a joint venture of the Ministry and
NALSA.

(iii) On 3'd March, 2022, the Ministry in partnership with UNICEF held panel

discussion on 'STEM and Financial Literacy for Young Women"

(iv) On Ath and Sth March, 2022, a two-day National Workshop with State
Commissions for Protection of Child Rights (SCPCRs) on Contemporary issues
pertaining to Child Rights was organised in Bhopal.

(v) On 7th March, 2022, Hon'ble Prime Minister interacted with the Nari
Shakti Puraskar Awardees for the years 2A20 and 2021. The interaction was a
testament to the continuous efforts undertaken by the Prime Minister towards
empowering women. The Ministry in partnership with Ministry of Education and
UNICEF lndia launched the campaign 'Kanya Shiksha Pravesh Utsav' to bring

back out of school adolescent girls to formal education and/or skilling system.



(vi) On 8th March, 2022, on the occasion of International Women's day,
the Hon'ble President of India conferred Narl Shakti Puraskar-2020 and
2A2'l on 29 outstanding women achievers in recognition of their exceptional work
towards empowerment of women, at a special ceremony held at Rashtrapati
Bhawan, New Delhi. The same day, Hon'ble Minister for Women and Child
Development addressed a 'National Conference on Safety and Security of
Women at Public and Work Places', organized by BPR&D
