Prevention of Women and Child (CCCPWC) Unit of the Ministry of Home
Affairs. Through this training, 181 Women Helpline functionaries in
States/UTs were oriented about features of the online reporting portal of
cybercrime.

. At present, 314 One Stop Centres are functional in 33 States/UTs.

. Women Helpline is functional in 31 States/UTs.
